The Association of Pool & Spa Professionals and several of its manufacturer members, through a 
negotiated rulemaking process with the US Department of Energy, helped develop the recent 
Department final rules with regard to the testing performance and labeling of dedicated pur-
pose pool pumps. The August 7, 2017 rule includes new test methods and a new performance 
metric which must be reported, entitled Weighted Energy Factor.

Water intrusion cause for alarm. 
 

Not sure if you've noticed but...it's been raining lately! No doubt, California has needed the rain 
but with the storms come the possibility of water intrusion and costly water damage.

In the house, these intrusions be-
come obvious when the carpet appears wet, sheet rock is damp or window frames start dripping.

At American Leak Detection, we use thermal image cameras to help us find 
leaks. These cameras detect objects using infrared radiation and creates 
an image based on their temperature. The camera is actually a tempera-
ture sensor that detects temperature differences between objects and pro-
vides an electronic image. Using thermal cameras is really efficient be-
cause it can find leaks that are not visible to the human eye. Tracing the 
path of the water using the thermal image lets us identify the source of the 
leak or at least where damage is occurring.
